Essay Contest Eligibility and Rules:

The essay contest is open to High School Juniors and Seniors who submit an essay to their local Association of Health Underwriters. Students must answer one of the two essay questions provided below and are encouraged to express their own opinions in the essay. The essay must be at least 100 words and may not exceed 500 words.
